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RABBI CHAIM LANDAU 
COMMENTS AND IDEAS ON THE CONCEPT OF WOMEN'S BAT MITZVAH  
SERVICES IN AN ORTHODO SYNAGOGUE 

FROM THE RABBI’S DESK 
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HALACHA FOR THE MODERN JEW                   
What happens if I find Chametz on or after Pesach? 
  
Although there is a prohibition of possessing chametz on Pesach, you probably have 

no need to feel guilty about not finding all the chametz. If you are referring to insig-
nificant crumbs, you definitely need not worry, since they are not included within the 
prohibition. Regarding significant pieces, you still don't need to worry, as long as you 

followed the prescribed pre-Pesach procedure of cleaning, culminating in searching 
for the chametz and nullifying it. This is so for the following reasons: 1. One who 
checked properly has fulfilled his mitzvah and does not violate the prohibition of 

possessing chametz, even if some remained unnoticed. This is either because it is 
"oness", beyond one's control, or, according to some, one violates the prohibition 
only with chametz that he/she knows about.  2. The Rabbis were concerned, even 

after a person has performed the search for chametz, that he may discover chametz 
in is possession and, at that point, will violate the prohibition of owning chametz.   

Therefore, they instituted nullifying it, whose text can be found in 
the Haggadah. Once you've nullified, one no longer violates the 
prohibition of owning chametz, even if he finds it in his posses-
sion on Pesach. 
 

Still, if you find chametz on Pesach, you should destroy it at the first opportu-
nity. If you find it on Yom Tov, it has the status of "muktzeh" and it should be 

covered up to avoid the possibility that it may be eaten accidentally...and then 
destroyed after Yom Tov. 
  

The prohibition after Pesach of benefiting from chametz that was in Jewish 

possession during Pesach is a rabbinic injunction as a penalty to those who 
violated the prohibition of possession. To strengthen the injunction, it was ap-
plied even to cases where the owner of the chametz is not to be blamed for the 

mishap or even when he nullified at the appropriate time. Therefore, if one finds 
unsold chametz in his house after Pesach, you should throw it out.  

word "vetzivanu" (and you have commanded us), so, too, may they pray in a min-
yan for themselves..." 

Some have condemned such prayer services to be the result of the secular 
women's liberation movements..."whose essence and purpose in this area is for 
licentiousness" (Rabbi Schachter). Critics have gone out on a limb to find the most 
hair-brained, far-fetched straw to grab hold of, in order to color such groups in the 
worst terms possible...which exist only in the stretched possibilities of their very 
colorful imaginations. If some principles of feminism have in any way stimulated 
today's women to seek a more powerful prayer experience through their own 
prayer groups, then they should be warmly embraced. Such groups are a wonder-
ful example of the balance struck between women who wish to intensify their 
prayer experience together with the halachic system, which sets guidelines on 
such services.  

The reality is that participants in such services are primarily motivated by in-
creased Torah learning and not by the feminist movement. They are generally 
women from observant homes and maybe even yeshiva backgrounds. Their in-
volvement is the result of Torah study, which has given them greater knowledge 
and greater incentive to experience more. It is based on the meticulous commit-
ment to the letter and spirit of halachah. 

Commenting on the argument that such groups constitute a new minhag, Rabbi 
Berkovits brings the example of the Bat Mitzvah. The latter, he argues, was never 
forbidden. Facing different circumstances, young women had never expressed a 
desire to celebrate their Bat Mitzvah. But today, blessed with intensive Torah 
education, young women seek to celebrate this simchah. They are permissible 
since they do not contravene any prior minhag, and fall within the ambit of legiti-
mate Torah observance. And women's prayer services are analogous to this. 
There was never any minhag that forbade them. In his words: "Their nonexistence 
was not due to any rejection of an existing demand for such services. The situa-
tion was entirely different from what it is today. We never say such services before 
because women did not have the kind of education and participation in the life of 
the community that they have today. No one called for such services because no 
one felt the need for them..." 

Let's conclude with a comment from Rabbi J. David Bleich (himself not a sup-
porter of such groups) but who made the following comment as follows: "I frankly 
confess that when the Lubavitch movement began erecting menorahs on public 
property, my reaction was "vos darf man dos”? (who needs this?). Such menorahs 
serve no halachic function, either obligatory or discretionary. Now I applaud these 
efforts. I discovered that the sight of the menorah prominently displayed has 
stirred feelings of pride and has kindled a spark of Jewish consciousness in count-
less numbers of otherwise disaffected Jews. I need not explain or even under-
stand that phenomenon. It is sufficient to say that it is real and it is salutary" 

 ...And, may one say, the same can be applied to women's prayer groups... 

Continuing from where we left off from the previous Flame, let it be carefully but 
clearly understood that women are obligated or strongly encouraged to pray pri-
vately. They therefore may recite the entire prayer service at a women's service. But 
women are exempt from communal prayer, an exemption that excludes them from 
being counted into a minyan constituted for prayer. As a consequence, participants 
in women's prayer groups omit any part of the service that requires a minyan. While 
women's prayer groups may be public and communal from the perspective of the 
contemporary norm, they are private from a halachic point of view.  

Many opponents of women's prayer groups have claimed 
that they are a falsification of the Torah, as the women 
involved represent themselves as participating in a minyan. 
This is not the case. Those joining such groups are fully 
cognizant that their prayer service is halachically limited to 
the private aspects of prayer. They know that without the 
inclusion of Kaddish, Kedushah, Borechu and the repeti-
tion of the Amidah, their service is halachically private, not 
public. The truth is that this idea is not new, for women's 
prayer groups have been ongoing in the Bais Yaacov 

schools, Lubavitch, and Yeshiva University High School.  

Rabbi Feinstein's comments on the matter have been recorded as follows: only in the 
theoretical realm can one say that if there is a group of righteous women whose 
intention is purely for the sake of Heaven without intending to undermine Gd's Torah, 
then, of course, why prevent them from praying altogether...And they may also read 
from the Torah scroll, provided that they take care not to do it in such a way that one 
might erroneously believe it to be actually a public reading, i.e. they should not recite 
the Torah blessings in public. Each Torah authority should conduct himself in this 
matter in a way that is in line with this outlook.  

It should also be noted that Rabbi Shlomo Goren concluded that women's prayer 
groups are halachically permissible, and that they may even include passages nor-
mally reserved for a minyan of males into their prayer service. He writes: "We follow 
the view of Rabbenu Tam (who holds that women may recite blessings on com-
mandments they are exempt from performing...and therefore Rabbi Goren follows 
from this by saying that the exemption of women from traditionally reserved male 
minyan passages of prayer does not automatically deny them the right to recite those 
prayers at a women's prayer service).  Indeed on all holidays, women recite bless-
ings on positive commandments fixed by time. It is logical, therefore, to conclude that 
women may arrange a minyan for public prayer and even recite the Kaddish, Bore-
chu and Kedushah. This is not considered a blessing recited in vain. Just as it is  

permissible for women to recite blessings with the name of G-d on positive time-
bound commandments that they are exempt from performing, while including the

Upon investigation I learned that Beth 
El was a member of "Project Ezra" 
which supplies AED's and trains 
people in its use along with CPR.  I 
contacted their representative, Elly 
Goldstein, and organized a class that 
took place on January 20th.  The 10 
people who attended the class re-
ceived training in use of the AED, 
CPR and choking remediation. We 
will be receiving periodic up-dates 
and training from Project Ezra. While 
any capable bystander could use the 
machine in an emergency, all poten-
tial users, even trained medical peo-
ple should attend periodic training 
and re-training since the protocols of 
treatment change periodically. 

 

This new AED machine actually talks you through its use but CPR is an integral part of the 
training. Please watch for an announcement of the next 1½-hour training class in June or 
July.  In the meantime, rest assured that Ner Tamid now has the best and latest equipment 
readily available.  I hope we never have to use it.

The new AED was also donated by the Komans to keep pace with newer  
technology and as a result of an article in the Baltimore Jewish Times  
regarding an incident at Temple Beth El when a gabai at a shabbos torah  
reading experienced a heart attack.  Due to the presence of an AED on
